THE COMMISSION OF THE EUROPEAN COMMUNITIES,

Having regard to Council Regulation (EC) No 58/2003
, of 19 December 2002 laying down the statute for executive agencies to be entrusted with certain tasks in the management of Community programmes and in particular Articles 8(1) thereof;

Having regard to Commission Decision 2008/37/EC
 of 14 December 2007 setting up the "European Research Council Executive Agency" for the management of the Community specific programme "Ideas" in the field of frontier research in application of Council Regulation (EC) No 58/2003, and in particular Article 5 thereof;
Whereas:

Article 8(1) of Regulation (EC) No 58/2003 provides that the Steering Committee of an executive agency shall consist of five members appointed by the Commission.

Article 23(2) of Regulation (EC) N° 58/2003 provides that the Steering Committee of an executive agency shall be required, even after their duties have ceased, not to disclose information of the kind covered by the obligation of professional secrecy.

Article 5(1) of Decision 2008/37/CE provides that the European Research Council Executive Agency shall be managed by a Steering Committee and a Director appointed by the Commission.

Commission Decision SEC (2006)662 of 31 May 2006 establishes the guidelines for the establishment and operation of executive agencies financed by the general budget of the European Communities.

Commission Decision 2007/134/EC
 of 2 February 2007 establishes the European Research Council and in particular the function of the ERC Secretary-General.
HAS DECIDED AS FOLLOWS: 

Article 1
The following are hereby appointed members of the Steering Committee of the European Research Council Executive Agency:
The Director-General of DG RTD; 
The Director of DG RTD, responsible for Resources;

The Director of DG ADMIN, responsible for the Consultative Committee on Appointments; 
Professor Mathias Dewatripont, member of the ERC Scientific Council;
Professor Catherine Cesarsky, former Director-General of the European Southern Observatory.
Observer status is granted to the ERC Secretary-General.
Article 2

(1) As regards Community officials, this Decision shall apply to those officials occupying, including on a temporary basis, the positions referred to in Article 1 at the date of the adoption if this Decision, or to any successor of those officials in those positions. 

(2) As regards the ERC Secretary-General, this Decision shall apply to the person exercising the function at the date of the adoption if this Decision, or to any successor in this function.
Article 3

DG RTD will be responsible for the conclusion of the necessary agreement defining the responsibilities of the members of the Steering Committee who are not Community officials.

Article 4
The appointments referred to in Article 1 shall take effect on the date of adoption of this Decision.
