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COMMISSION DECISION
of 8/X/2008
delegating powers to the European Research Council Executive Agency with a view to performance of tasks linked to implementation of the specific programme Ideas in the field of research comprising in particular implementation of appropriations entered in the Community budget

THE COMMISSION OF THE EUROPEAN COMMUNITIES,

Having regard to the Treaty establishing the European Community,

having regard to Council Regulation (EC) N° 58/2003
 of 19 December 2002 laying down the statute for Executive Agencies to be entrusted with certain tasks in the management of Community programmes and in particular Article 6(3) thereof (hereinafter referred to as the Framework Regulation),
having regard to Decision N° 1982/2006/EC
 of the European Parliament and the Council of 18 December 2006 concerning the Seventh Framework Programme of the European Community for research, technological development and demonstration activities (2007-2013) (hereinafter referred to as the Seventh Framework Programme),
having regard to Council Regulation N° 1906/2006/EC
 of the European Parliament and the Council of 18 December 2006 laying down the rules for the participation of undertakings, research centres and universities in actions under the Seventh Framework Programme and for the dissemination of research results (2007-2013),
having regard to Council Decision N° 2006/972/EC
 of 19 December 2006 concerning the specific programme Ideas implementing the Seventh Framework Programme of the European Community for research, technological development and demonstration activities (2007-2013) (hereinafter referred to as the specific programme Ideas),
having regard to Commission Decision N° 2007/134/EC
 of 2 February 2007 setting up the European Research Council as a means to implement the specific programme Ideas, as modified by Commission Decision C(2008)3732 of 16 July 2008
,
having regard to Commission Decision N° 2008/37/EC
 of 14 December 2007 setting up the European Research Council Executive Agency for the management of the specific programme Ideas in the field of frontier research in application of Council Regulation (EC) N° 58/2003, 
having regard to Commission Decision SEC (2007)1732 of 14 December 2007 concerning the Delegation of powers - Management of the activities of the seventh research framework programmes (EC, Euratom), 
Whereas:

(1) Article 54 of Regulation (EC, Euratom) N° 1605/2002
 of 25 June 2002 on the financial regulation applicable to the general budget of the European Communities (hereinafter referred to as the general Financial Regulation) provides that the Commission may delegate tasks of public authority, and in particular budget implementation tasks to executive agencies, provided that these tasks do not involve a large measure of discretion implying political choice.
(2) Article 55 of that Regulation defines Executive Agencies as legal persons set up by Commission decision to which powers may be delegated to implement all or part of a Community programme or project on behalf of the Commission and under its responsibility. The same Article makes the creation of such Agencies subject to compliance with the statute, the conditions and arrangements relevant to the creation and operation of Executive Agencies as defined in Council Regulation (EC) N° 58/2003 of 19 December 2002.
(3) Articles 35, 37 and 41 of Commission Regulation (EC, Euratom) N° 2342/2002
 of 23 December 2002 laying down detailed rules for the implementation of the general Financial Regulation, supplemented the provisions contained in this Regulation and the Framework Regulation. These provisions fix, respectively, the requirement of prior checks to be imposed by the Commission on the procedures and management systems of the Agency, and the conditions under which the Agency exercises its power of delegation in the tasks delegated to it by the Commission. 

(4) The Seventh Framework Programme and the specific programme Ideas provide for the establishment of the European Research Council (hereinafter referred to as ERC), consisting of an independent Scientific Council supported by a dedicated implementation structure. 
(5) The management of the specific programme Ideas requires a programming stage, this being established by the Scientific Council with the support of the European Research Council Executive Agency and adopted by the Commission, and implementation, which would be entrusted to the European Research Council Executive Agency. 
(6) The specific programme Ideas provides that the Commission shall act as the guarantor of the European Research Council's autonomy and integrity. For that purpose the Commission should ensure that positions of the Scientific Council on the scientific orientation and aspects of programme implementation are respected, and that the European Research Council Executive Agency follows strictly, efficiently and with the necessary flexibility the objectives and requirements of that programme. The Commission should ensure that the Ideas Specific programme is implemented in accordance with the objectives set.

(7) The specificities of the specific programme Ideas and the role of the ERC Scientific Council imply that a number of decisions to be taken by the Commission do not require any discretionary powers in translating political choices into action. Therefore, the responsibility to adopt such decisions could be delegated to the Executive Agency. 

(8) In the light of the cost‑benefit analysis carried out and in order to achieve more efficiently the objectives set by this Community programme, it was considered necessary to have an Executive Agency perform certain management tasks; the Commission accordingly adopted Decision 2008/37/EC of 14 December 2007 in line with the opinion of the Committee for Executive Agencies, setting up the European Research Council Executive Agency.

(9) In accordance with Article 6(3) of the Framework Regulation, the Commission defines in an instrument of delegation "the terms, criteria, parameters and procedures with which an Executive Agency must comply when performing the tasks referred to in paragraph 2 and the details of the checks to be performed by the Commission departments responsible for Community programmes in the management of which an Agency is involved".
(10) In accordance with Article 1(2) of the Commission Decision C(2008)3732, the Commission has designated an interim Director of the European Research Council Executive Agency who shall act on behalf of this structure according to specific powers delegated to him by the Commission.
HAS ADOPTED THIS DECISION: 

Section 1 – General provisions 
Article 1 - Purpose

1. The purpose of this decision is to lay down in detail the tasks delegated to the European Research Council Executive Agency (hereinafter referred to as the Agency), and to lay down rules for the implementation of those tasks and for relations between the Agency and the Commission.

2. The Agency shall abide by the provisions contained in this instrument of delegation.

3. The delegation laid down in this Decision shall be effective only after it has been formally accepted in writing by the Director on behalf of the Agency. On a proposal by the Director, the Steering Committee of the Agency, in agreement with the Director-General of the parent Directorate-General, fixes the date on which the Director takes over the implementation of the operational appropriations as authorising officer by delegation, on the basis of this instrument of delegation.

4. The Commission may at any time suspend or terminate this delegation.

Article 2 – Parent Directorate-General

1. The Research Directorate-General shall be the parent Directorate-General of the Agency and shall handle relations between the Agency and the Commission.
2. The parent Directorate-General shall handle any issue related to the work of the Agency which cannot be settled by the Director of the Agency or the Steering Committee.
Article 3 - Regulations

In performing its tasks the Agency shall comply with the rules in force, in particular:

· Commission Decision N° 2008/37/EC of 14 December 2007 setting up the European Research Council Executive Agency; 

· Commission Decision N° 2007/134/EC of 2 February 2007 setting up the European Research Council as a means to implement the specific programme Ideas, as modified by Commission Decision C(2008)3732 of 16 July 2008; 

· Decision N° 1982/2006/EC of 18 December 2006 of the European Parliament and the Council concerning the Seventh Framework Programme of the European Community for research, technological development and demonstration activities (2007-2013);
· Regulation (EC) N° 1906/2006 of the European Parliament and the Council of 18 December 2006 laying down the rules for the participation of undertakings, research centres and universities in actions under the Seventh Framework Programme and for the dissemination of research results (2007-2013);

· Council Decision N° 2006/972/EC of 19 December 2006 concerning the specific programme Ideas implementing the Seventh Framework Programme of the European Community for research, technological development and demonstration activities (2007-2013) ;
· Council Regulation (EC, Euratom) No 1605/2002 of 25 June 2002 (the general Financial Regulation);

· Commission Regulation (EC, Euratom) No 2342/2002 of 23 December 2002 laying down detailed rules for the implementation of the general Financial Regulation; 

· Commission Decisions (EC) C(2007)1625 of 16 April 2007 and C(2007)3598 of 31 July 2007 on the ERC model grant agreement;
· Commission Decisions (EC) C(2007)2286 of 6 June 2007 and C(2007)4429 of 27 September 2007 on the ERC Rules for the submission of proposals and the related evaluation, selection and award procedures for indirect actions under the Ideas specific programme of the Seventh Framework Programme (2007-2013) ;

· Commission Decision C(2007)2466 of 13 June 2007 on Rules to ensure consistent verification of the existence and legal status of participants, as well as their operational and financial capacities, in indirect actions supported through the form of a grant under the Seventh Framework Programme of the European Community for research, technological development and demonstration activities (2007-2013) and under the Seventh Framework Programme of the European Atomic Energy Community (Euratom) for nuclear research and training activities (2007-2011);

· Commission Decision C(2007)3571 of 30 July 2007 establishing a Guarantee Fund for participants in indirect actions in the form of a grant under the European Community's seventh Framework Programme for research, technological development and demonstration activities (2007-2013);
· Commission Decisions adopting or amending the work programme of the specific programme Ideas ;

· Commission Financing Decisions relating to the specific programme Ideas;
· Council Regulation (EC) N° 58/2003 of 19 December 2002 laying down the statute for Executive Agencies to be entrusted with certain tasks in the management of Community programmes (the Framework Regulation);

· for implementation of its operating budget, Commission Regulation (EC) N° 1653/2004
 of 21 September 2004 on a Standard Financial Regulation for the Executive Agencies in application of the Framework Regulation;

· the annual Commission Decisions laying down the internal rules on the implementation of the general budget of the European Communities (hereinafter called the Internal Rules);

· Commission Decision C(2004)193/3
 of 3 February 2004 on the Early Warning System (EWS);
· Commission Decision C(2006) 3602 of 16 August 2006 concerning the security of information systems used by the European Commission; 

· Council Regulation (Euratom, EC) No 2185/96
 of 11 November 1996 concerning on-the-spot checks and inspections carried out by the Commission in order to protect the European Communities’ financial interests against fraud and other irregularities;
· Regulation (EC) N° 1073/1999
 of the European Parliament and of the Council of 25 May 1999 concerning investigations conducted by the European Anti-Fraud Office (OLAF);

· Council Regulation (EEC, Euratom, ECSC) N° 259/68
 of 29 February 1968 laying down the Staff Regulations of Officials and the Conditions of Employment of Other Servants of the European Communities. 

Section 2 - Definition of delegated tasks

Article 4 - General framework

3. In connection with implementation of the seventh Framework Programme of the European Community for research, technological development and demonstration activities (2007-2013) established by Decision N° 1982/2006/EC of the European Parliament and the specific programme Ideas (Council Decision N° 2006/972/EC) the Agency shall handle the tasks detailed in Articles 5, 6 and 7.


4. For this it shall be responsible for implementing, as authorising officer by delegation, the appropriations entered in Community budget lines. For 2008 this line is 08 10 01. For subsequent years it shall be identified annually in the Internal Rules.
5. The modalities and procedures of interaction between the agency and the parent Directorate-General in accomplishing the tasks shall be further defined in memoranda between the agency and the parent Directorate-General.
6. The Director of the Agency shall exercise the powers delegated to the Agency. In the case of the designation of the interim Director of the Agency, he shall exercise the equivalent powers including the power of AECE (Authority Responsible for Concluding Contracts of Employment). However, before he has the capacity to implement the administrative budget, it is the Director-General of the parent Directorate-General who remains the authorising officer by delegation. Therefore the employment contracts must be co-signed by both the AECE and the authorising officer.
Article 5 – Specific framework
The Agency shall be the dedicated implementation structure of the European Research Council, as provided for in Article 4(3) of the Council Decision on the specific programme Ideas. As such, it will: 

(a) provide all the necessary assistance to the Scientific Council of the European Research Council, its Chair, Vice-Chairs and Secretary General for the accomplishment of their tasks, as enumerated in Annex 1 of the abovementioned Council Decision;

(b) implement the specific programme Ideas according to the guidelines set by the Commission and the principles and methodology set by the Ideas work programmes. The implementation tasks cover management and budget implementation aspects and are detailed below in Articles 6 and 7.
Article 6 – Programme management tasks

7. Within the guidelines set by the Commission, in particular in its work programmes, the Agency shall be entrusted with the following tasks for the specific programme Ideas:
(a) collect, process and distribute data, and in particular compile, analyse and transmit to the Commission and the Scientific Council all information required to guide implementation of the specific programme Ideas as well as policy development in the field of frontier research, and assist the Commission and the Scientific Council in establishing contacts with other programmes of the Communities, the Member States or international organisations; 

(b) contribute to evaluation to be carried out by the Commission of the impact of the programme and to monitoring the actual effect of the measures taken; 

(c) carry out studies and assessments, in particular in support of the Commission annual report on the ERC operations and realisation of the objectives of the specific programme Ideas as well as the mid‑term evaluation of implementation of the programme, and contribute to preparation and implementation of follow‑up action on evaluations, with a view to transmitting them to the Scientific Council and the Commission;

(d) prepare draft recommendations for the Scientific Council and the Commission on implementation of the specific programme Ideas and its future development;

(e) plan and implement information, communication and dissemination actions; 

(f) participate in preparatory work on Commission specific financing decisions relating to the specific programme Ideas.
8. The Commission shall continue to exercise tasks involving a large measure of discretion implying political choices. In particular, it shall remain responsible for:

(g) adopting work programmes, including the positions regarding implementing methodology as defined by the Scientific Council, adopting ensuing selection decision if the work programme is not detailed enough to be considered as a financing decision, and adopting the other financing decisions within the meaning of Article 75 of the general Financial Regulation and Article 15 of the Internal Rules, according to the procedure established in Articles 5 and 6 of the Council Decision on the specific programme Ideas; 
(h) representing the Commission in the Programme Committee as the specific programme Ideas requires it in its Article 8;

(i) launching interservice consultation within the Commission;
(j) ensuring that the ERC acts in accordance with the principles of scientific excellence, autonomy, efficiency and transparency;

(k) ensuring that proposals are retained, and projects financed, solely on the basis of their ranking order resulting from the peer review, any change in the rank order of peer review being explicitly endorsed by the Scientific Council;

(l) carrying out the interim evaluation referred to in Article 7(2) of the Seventh Framework Programme; 

(m) adopting enforceable recovery decisions within the meaning of Article 256 of the EC Treaty and Article 72 of the general Financial Regulation.

Article 7 - Budget implementation tasks 
9. The Agency shall be responsible for adopting budget implementation tasks covering revenue and expenditure within the meaning of the general Financial Regulation. In this connection, it shall, on the basis of powers delegated by the Commission and as programmed by the Commission, carry out all operations necessary for implementing the Community programme entrusted to it, and in particular those connected with the award of contracts and grants.

For this, it shall:

a) award grants, conclude and manage the ensuing grant agreements, involving all the operations required to launch and conclude grant procedures, in particular:
· preparation and publication of calls for proposals in accordance with the Commission decision adopting the Ideas work programme;
· preparation of information documents for potential beneficiaries;

· reception and eligibility control of proposals;

· preparation for the evaluation of the proposals, including -notwithstanding the provisions of the Commission decision "Delegation of powers - Management of the activities of the seventh research framework programmes (EC, Euratom)", SEC(2007)1732 - the appointment of the expert evaluators, selected by the Scientific Council;
· organisation of the evaluation of proposals;
· notification to applicants of the acceptance or rejection of their proposal in accordance with the ranked lists, as approved by the Scientific Council on the basis of the conclusions of the evaluation panels;
· preparation of grant agreements, on the basis of the standard ERC models adopted by the Commission;
· signing of grant agreements;

· execution of the different financial operations in relation to the Guarantee Fund in accordance with the "Manual of procedures for Guarantee Funds and disputes regarding grant agreements";
· financial and scientific monitoring of the performance of the grant agreements, including the necessary checks;
· ex post publicity and dissemination of results;

· application of sanctions within the meaning of Article 114(4) of the general Financial Regulation in agreement with the parent Directorate-General;

· treatment of any redress procedures, with the parent Directorate-General assistance whenever a redress procedure so requires.

b) conclude public procurement procedures, and manage the ensuing contracts, involving all the operations required to launch and conclude public procurement procedures, in particular:
· ex ante and ex post advertising,

· preparation of invitation to tender documents such as specifications, model contracts prepared on the basis of the models drawn up by the Commission and adapted to specific requirements,

· evaluation of requests to participate and tenders,

· award and signature of contracts in accordance with the conditions of this decision,

· monitoring of the performance of the contracts,

· application of sanctions within the meaning of Article 96 of the general Financial Regulation in agreement with the parent Directorate-General.

10. For the performance of tasks detailed in paragraph 1 above, the parent Directorate-General shall make available to the Agency the support services and IT tools of the Seventh Framework Programme for the reception of proposals, the financial viability assessments for participant organisations, the evaluation of proposals and the negotiation and management of grant agreements.

11. The Agency shall conclude in its own name the acts connected with the tasks it is assigned.

Section 3 – Conditions of performance of tasks

Article 8 - Duty of performance

12. The Agency shall perform the tasks assigned to it under this instrument of delegation in accordance with the principle of sound financial management within the meaning of Article 27 of the general Financial Regulation and shall carry out the necessary checks in accordance with the terms and arrangements laid down in the relevant rules. The Agency's annual work programme must comply with the relevant rules and budgetary decisions and be submitted to the Commission for approval before being adopted by the Steering Committee.

13. In the performance of its tasks, the Agency shall implement the instructions contained in the operational manuals approved by the Commission and shall use the model documents with any adjustments to its specific needs as agreed by the parent Directorate-General. It shall in particular implement as appropriate the internal control standards attached to the internal rules on implementation of the budget, which are to be applied by all Commission departments. 
14. The management and internal control systems put in place by the Director in accordance with Article 11(7) of the Framework Regulation shall cover the implementation of both operational and operating appropriations in the Agency’s budget. 

15. The Charter of tasks and responsibilities of authorising officers by delegation, adopted by the Commission, are binding on the Agency. The Charter of tasks and responsibilities of authorising officers shall be signed by the Agency Director, who shall assume responsibility in connection with this function. The authorising officers by sub-delegation shall sign the Charter of tasks and responsibilities of authorising officers by sub-delegation and assume responsibility in connection with this function.

16. The Agency shall define a management system for the human resources, which ensures the implementation of the tasks delegated to it and complies with the conditions of employment of other servants of the European Communities.

17. The Director shall set up an audit capability to assist in dealing with risks connected with his activities, in accordance with the principles of sound financial management and proportionality. 
Article 9 - Contracts and contractors database

In connection with public procurement and grants, whether linked to the operational appropriations managed by the Agency or implementation of its operating budget, the Agency shall have access to the Early Warning System of the Commission and shall request introduction of the relevant information into the system. 

Article 10 - Visibility of Community action

In order to ensure the visibility of Community action in the acts it adopts, the Agency shall always specify in its contracts, grant agreements, documents and relations with third parties that it is acting under powers delegated by the Commission. The Agency shall abide by the guidelines of the Commission concerning the information and visibility of programmes in particular concerning the use of the graphical images defined by the Commission.

Article 11 - Confidentiality

18. The Agency undertakes to preserve the confidentiality of information supplied to it by the Commission, in accordance with the Commission's instructions, and not to disclose anything which could harm the Commission, the European institutions or third parties.

19. This obligation is without prejudice to Article 18 of this Decision.

20. The confidentiality obligation shall apply to the members of the Steering Committee, all the Agency staff, whatever their status, and to any outside service providers used by the Agency. An appropriate confidentiality clause shall be included in contractual documents governing their relations with the Agency.

Article 12 - Protection of Community funds 

The Agency shall take whatever measures and steps are required to avoid harming the Community institutions, and measures and steps to ensure effective protection of Community funds.

Article 13 - Conflict of interests

The Agency shall take all appropriate precautions to prevent any risk of conflict of interests within the meaning of Article 52(2) of the general Financial Regulation and shall without delay inform the parent Directorate-General of any situation which may constitute a conflict of interest or may give rise to one, including those relating to persons who may be involved in the processing and award of contracts and grants.

Section 4 - Implementation reports

Article 14 - Duty of information

21. The Agency shall immediately inform the Commission and the Director-General of the parent Directorate-General, providing them with all relevant details, of any event, which may:
(n) harm the Agency, the Commission or the European institutions,

(o) delay or jeopardise performance of the tasks assigned to it by this instrument.

22. The Agency shall without delay inform the Commission and the Director-General of the parent Directorate-General and more particularly OLAF, in accordance with the specific rules applicable, of any fraud or irregularity which comes to its attention and of any situation which may give rise to such cases.

Article 15 - Annual activity reports

Each year the Director of the Agency shall prepare by no later than 1 March an activity report, which shall contain two separate parts:

(p) the first part shall cover activities linked to implementation of the programme which the Agency is managing and the related operational appropriations for which the Agency is the authorising officer by delegation from the Commission;

(q) the second part shall cover the operation of the Agency itself, and implementation of its operating budget.

The content of this report shall comply with the standards laid down by the Commission and shall refer to the objectives and performance indicators laid down in the Agency's annual activity programme.

Article 16 - Other reports

23. The Agency shall submit to the Director-General of the parent Directorate-General and to the Steering Committee, on an annual or bi-annual basis as determined according to its annual work programme, a report of the performance of the tasks assigned to it. This report shall contain the following data and information:

· implementation of tasks assigned to the Agency (including number of ongoing projects, state of play, monitoring of deadlines);

· calls for tender and calls for proposals;

· contracts concluded and the number and scope of negotiated procedures;

· grants awarded as the result of calls for proposals, ad hoc grants
;

· figures on implementation of the operating budget, as regards both revenue and all expenditure appropriations. These figures shall also contain information on the use of appropriations carried over; 

· figures on implementation of the operational appropriations;

· number and results of ex post checks carried out and audits accompanied, where appropriate, by detailed information on the measures taken to remedy any problems detected;

· time for payments;

· actions brought against decisions of the Agency.

24. The Director-General of the parent Directorate-General may ask the Agency for any other report referred to in Article 11(5) of the Framework Regulation, which he/she considers necessary for performance of the tasks assigned.
Section 5 - Commission scrutiny of the Agency

Article 17 - Scrutiny of the Agency's systems and procedures

25. The parent Directorate-General shall be responsible for monitoring and supervising the Agency. 

26. The Director-General of the parent Directorate-General shall ensure, before the Agency begins performing its tasks, that it has put in place, in accordance with the rules of sound financial management:

(r) internal control systems and procedures;

(s) accounting systems;

(t) procedures, in particular for contracts and grants agreements.

27. The Director-General of the parent Directorate-General shall review the situation whenever there is any substantial change in procedures or systems. For this purpose, the Agency shall supply the necessary information within thirty days prior to the adoption of any substantial change in its procedures or systems, and shall communicate the reasons for such change.

28. The Director-General of the parent Directorate-General shall be entitled to carry out documentary and on‑the‑spot checks at the Agency to ensure: 

(u) that management and internal control systems exist and operate properly in such a way as to ensure total compliance with the principle of sound financial management;

(v) that the acts performed by the Agency are lawful and comply with the rules.

29. The Director-General of the parent Directorate-General may carry out ex ante and ex post checks on the Agency's operations, including checks on beneficiaries of contracts and grants. The contracts and grant agreements signed by the Agency shall state expressly that beneficiaries undertake to accept these checks as well as those of the Court of Auditors and OLAF.

Article 18 - Access to documents

30. Regulation (EC) N° 1049/2001 of the European Parliament and of the Council of 30 May 2001 regarding public access to European Parliament, Council and Commission documents shall apply to documents held by the Agency.

31. The Agency should implement Regulation (EC) No 1049/2001 according to relevant practical arrangements as adopted by the Steering Committee.

32. Complaints may be made to the Ombudsman or proceedings instituted before the Court of Justice as laid down in Articles 195 and 230 respectively of the EC Treaty in respect of decisions taken by the Agency under Article 8 of Regulation (EC) No 1049/2001.
Section 6 - Financial resources made available to the Agency for the performance of its tasks

Article 19 - Subsidy paid to the Agency

33. The amount of the subsidy for the operation of the Agency shall be entered each year in the Commission's budget.

34. The authorising officer by delegation for implementation of these appropriations in the Community budget shall inform the Agency of the amount of the subsidy as soon as it is adopted by the budgetary authority.

Article 20 - Bank account and payment of the operating subsidy

35. The Commission shall pay the Community subsidy to the Agency annually in three instalments (on 1 January, 1 May and 1 September each year), taking into account the real needs of the Agency.

36. The Agency shall open a specific interest‑bearing bank account to which the Commission shall pay the amounts corresponding to the Community subsidy for the operation of the Agency. The amounts paid in this way shall count as pre‑financing and shall therefore remain the property of the European Communities. The Agency shall inform the Commission each year when the accounts are closed of the interest yielded for which a recovery order shall be issued by the Commission.

37. The positive balance deriving from the outturn account shall be the subject of a recovery order issued by the Commission at the annual closure of the Agency's accounts.

Article 21 – Entry into force

This Decision shall enter into force on the day following its adoption.
Article 22 – Addressee

This Decision is addressed to the European Research Council Executive Agency
